Most wild animals cannot be handled
while awake, which makes it neces-
sary for the Zoo hospital to be built
in such a way that a pickup truck can
drive an anesthetized patient down
the hallway.

Do you have a favorite Zoo resident? If so, you prob-

what it really takes to care for the over 6,000 ani-

mals that call the Zoo home? Get ready to find out!

Every day of the year, the Zoo cares for
thousands of mammals, invertebrates,
fish, reptiles, amphibians, and birds. Work
has begun on The Center for Zoological
Medicine, a state-of-the-art animal hospi-
tal that will enhance the Zoo's ability to
meet the high standards of care dictated
by responsible animal management and,
for the first time, will give visitors a chance

to witness our Zoo veterinarians at work.

“From a design standpoint, the hospital
will be one of the best facilities of its
kind,"” says Chief Veterinarian Dr. Albert
“Doc” Lewandowski, and will include new
equipment, an expanded pharmacy, more
storage and laboratory room, and a med-
ical library. Three times the size of the °
existing hospital, the new facility will also
expand many other areas—the current
hospital has two quarantine rooms; the

new facility will have a dozen.
